
of Israel discovered that God was 
true to His word in fulfilling His 
promises.  He gave them the land 
He had promised them because of 
the covenant He had made with 
their forefathers.  

This summer, agree at the outset to 
be a truth-telling family.  Much fam-
ily discord can be avoided if every-
one just tells the truth through their 
words and actions. Say what you 
did and do what you said you would 
do!  Tell the truth and see what  
happens. 

 

GOD IS GOOD:                              
We can always count on God to do 
what is fair and just because He is 
good.  If He couldn't be depended 
on to do that, we would have no 
reason to trust Him. 

But God is not unfair or unjust.  He 
plays straight.  He tells us what He 
expects, and He shows no partiality 
in His judgments. "Righteous are 
You, O Lord," says the Psalmist, 
"and Your laws are right," (Ps. 
119:137).  Likewise, He demands 
justice of us: "How blessed are 
those who maintain justice, who 
constantly do what is right," (Ps. 
106:3).  

Imagine how we could get along if 
we each determined to think on and 
do what is goodðgood for all, not 
just for ourselves (Phil. 4:8).  Just 
think how we would limit our 
ñscufflesò if we treated everyone 
fairly.  Letôs be good like God and 
see what happens. 
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This isnôt earthshaking news but, 
there are different kinds of people.  
Just think about your family.  Each 
one has his ñbentòð that innate 
leaning to see and do things a    
certain way.  The challenge we face 
is to harmonize our differences in a 
way that allows us to get along with 
one another.  

As summer is now upon us and kids 
are home from school and parents 
will be taking time off work, everyone 
will be spending more time together 
and the probability of friction esca-
lates. The question is, can we find a 
way to make the quantity of time, 
quality time? 

I believe we can if we establish a few 
simple rules for summer (that are 
good all year round, of course) to 
assist us in our challenge to enjoy 
one another more.

God is faithful to His word and His 
character.  Knowing what He is like 
teaches us what He does.  And one 
of His characteristics is being always 
the same: "For I, the Lord, do not 
change," He says (Mal. 3:6).  He is 
the one "who does not change like 
shifting shadowsò  (James 1:17).  
God is faithful forever to his own 
nature. 

Be dependable, like God, and see 
what happens.  If mom says that the 
family may go swimming if the 
chores get done and everyone rose 
to the challenge by being depend-
able, what would happen?  If every-
one did their part quickly and with 
the right attitude, my guess is the 
family will be going swimming a lot.  

Letôs be godly this summer! God 
tells the truth, He does what is good, 
and He can always be counted on.  
This is a God you can believe in.  If 
we will be godly, those around us 
will determine that they can believe 
in us too.  Someone who is truthful, 
good, and dependable is what every 
other person is looking for in a family 
member or a friend.  

I believe that if we strive to be godly 
this summer, it will help us find fam-
ily and sibling harmony that will al-
low us to enjoy being home for sum-
mer even more!
