Check In Procedures 
Arrival & Attendance

Children go directly upstairs 
and sign in at the attendance 
desk.  They are welcomed, 
have their  at tendance 
recorded and put their name 
tag on.  If this is their first time, we ask that a 
parent accompany the child and fill out a 
registration form. 

 

 

Big Group 
 

All children from Grades 1-6 
move into “Big Group”.  This 
is a time for praise and 
worship; birthdays and visitors are 
acknowledged, and announcements are 
made.  

 

Small Group 
 

Children step into an age-
appropriate small group to 
be lead by their Small 
Group Shepherd.  This is 
the teaching time where 
children have opportunity for discussion and 
interaction with their peers and Shepherd. 
Grades 5 & 6 remain with their Shepherd for 
the morning.  

 

 

Activities Room 
 

Children in Grades 1-4 
finish some mornings in the 
activity room. Here it’s 
hands on: a craft or activity that relates to the 
Bible theme of the day. 
 

 

Dismissal 
 

Children are dismissed from their activity 
room or Shepherding room five minutes after 
the service is over.

• excessive sneezing 

• questionable rashes 

• persistent cough 

• diarrhea
